
On April 7, 11 AM, join us on Zoom.us. First, there will be a speaking activity:
· Tell how you feel and what were you doing the last week or you are going to do in the following week.
· Open your textbook on the page 48.
· You will receive information about the usage of -ed and -ing adjectives.
· After that, we will play Kahoot.

The following tasks:
1) Workbook, p. 38, task 1, 2, 3 – practice the usage of the adjectives. Take a picture of the completed exercises and send it to your teacher. 

2) By the end of the lesson, you will be able to use the -ing and -ed endings of adjectives in the right way and also in the description of a picture. Your next task is to choose a picture with an action (it may be a screenshot from your favorite video, your own photo from the last vacation, a movie poster etc.) or if you cannot find anything, draw an action picture. Then describe it by at least 5 sentences. The sentences must be in present continuous (because we use present continuous for describing pictures), you must use adjectives in the way we used them in the lesson (-ing, -ed) and if you can use gerunds, use them as well. Send the picture with the sentences to your teacher.

3) Exchange the pictures with your classmates (the same pictures, but without your sentences). Just send your picture to one classmate, the classmate will send his/her picture to another classmate… Like in a circle. Look at the received picture and describe it orally. Record yourself. It does not have to be on the first take – you can practice it and when you like your description, make the record. Then share it.

4) Play your favorite English song, find the lyrics and try to identify -ed and -ing adjectives in it. You can use 2 songs if there is one of the adjectives not present in the lyrics. Write to your teacher which song have you found and one -ed and one -ing adjective from the lyrics.
