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Last time you received a task on future forms. You also wrote a paragraph using future forms, conjunctions and conditionals. Now, you will be working with them again. The purpose is to use the future forms in a real context and to apply the future forms logically and correctly.
Your task is to cooperate within your group of 5-6 people. You will create a plan of a day of one person, let’s call him Anthony. Anthony is waking up at 6.00 AM and he always has his plans until 7 PM. Everybody will create 2-3 longer sentences describing his plans. After writing those sentences, you will pass them to another classmate who will write next 2-3 sentences that will be following those written by you. So that the first writer starts with the morning activities and the last one finishes Anthony’s day.
The order (who will write what) is up to you. In your groups, decide who starts, who is the second and so on.
However, pay attention to mistakes that your colleagues may have made. If you see a mistake in any of the sentences made before, correct it and tell the author he/she made it.
Do not forget the difference between the usage of future forms. You use “will” for predictions, “going to” for plans or something that definitely will happen and present continuous for arranged activities that usually cannot be changed or cancelled (something important such as going to school).
As your group’s schedule of Anthony’s day is finished, send it to the teacher.
Example:
Mája writes: 7:00 - After his breakfast, he is having a business meeting. 8:30 When the meeting is finished, he is going to have a coffee because of his need of energy. He will probably have a strong espresso.
Mája sends these sentences to Maty
Maty continues: 9:00 – When his coffee break is over, he will receive a call from an angry customer. 9:15 – If the problem with the customer is still unfinished, Anthony will call his boss.
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Next, you will be dealing with the passive sentences. Open your textbook on the page 58 and read the texts about unusual hotels. Then, complete the table in the exercise 2 and match the hotels to the statements mentioned in the exercise 3 on the next page.
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Now you know what an unusual hotel may look like. Think of your own unusual hotel, it may be wherever, built of distinct materials, offering various services and it may be even a little bit crazy. Write about your hotel. You will pass the exercise, if your text:
· Contains at least 3 passive sentences
· More than 60% of the text has no or little mistakes (not wrong grammar etc.)
· You describe the hotel clearly
Optional: Instead of writing, you can do this as a reading/speaking exercise. You write down necessary info only and instead of sending the text, you will record yourself talking about the hotel (does not matter whether it is a video or a sound record). If you do this, the text is not required and the criteria will also be less strict.
